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Report of the International Seminar
Department of Teluguof Government College for Men, Cluster University,
Kurnool successfully organized a two-day International seminar on “21st Century
WomenLiterature in Telugu - A Discourse” held at auditorium under the
chairmanship of Dr. M.Indira Shanti, Principal of the College.Dr.Vindhyavasini
Devi, Head department of Telugurole as Convener, and Ramu Dasari as Co-
Convener. Distinguishedguests from across India and abroad attended, shared
invaluable insights.
The program commenced grandly at 10 AM in the college auditorium with the
prayer song and lighting of the lamp.

Session Chairperson Dr. Indira Shanti, Principal of Government Men's College,
Cluster university while speaking, noted that discussions on economic, political,
and social aspects of events that happened to women in the past are now taking
place, which is a positive development.

Dr. V. Vindhya Vasini Devi, convener of the conference, stated that it was
organized to discuss women's literature and the need to reflect on women's place in
literature. Telugu lecturer Dasari Ramu introduced the guests to the audience. The
guests were honored.

Esteemed chief guest, former minister and former Member of Parliament Shri T.G.
Venkatesh garu delivered his message. TG Venkatesh attended as the chief guest,
along with Cluster University In-charge Vice Chancellor Acharya V. Venkata
Basavarao as a special guest. After the lamp lighting, former Minister TG
Venkatesh spoken on numerous changes have occurred in women's literature in the
21st century, primarily due to women's growing awareness. The role of women in
literature is invaluable, and the works written by women guide society. Noting that



minor misunderstandings are causing rifts between men and women, which
weaken the family system and usher in Western culture,emphasized that to change
this trend, men and women must respect each other.In recent times, men and
women are resorting to divorces over trivial matters, leading to many tragedies; if
they exercise patience, everything can be resolved, he advised the youth. Similarly,
he warned that impulsiveness leads to all misfortunes, while peace helps achieve
desired goals. He suggested cultivating good habits and reducing mobile phone
usage. He advised students to pursue courses that provide employment, enabling
financial stability.

Cluster University In-charge Vice Chancellor Dr. V. Venkata BasavaRao, speaking
on the occasion said that women are the focal point of society and their services are
invaluable. He described women's contributions to Telugu literature as
unparalleled.He urged today's youth to uphold culture and traditions while earning
a good reputation as exemplary citizens in society.

Dr. Totakura Prasad, former President of TANA from Dallas, USA, who attended
as a guest of honor, elaborated in detail on women's contributions to Telugu
literature.

Retired Professor K. Asha Jyothigaru from Bangalore University delivered the
keynote address at the seminar spoken that reminding everyone that women are not
weak but powerful. Starting from Akka Mahadevi in the 11th-12th centuries, she
described the difficulties and humiliations women have faced in today's society and
related issues.

Katyayani Vidmahe, retired Professor from Kakatiya
University,Warangal,Telangana state advised students to read both men's and



women's literature. She noted that around 200 novels have been published in the
last 25 years. She explained that literature begins with the individual as its center.

Professor GampaVenkataramayya from Delhi University stated that understanding
works written by women helps us know them better. He said that our thoughts are
shaped by what we see and reflect upon.

Professor Kinnara Sridevi from Dravidian University told that this society rests on
youth shoulders. She noted that women now have the opportunity to speak in the
21st century and discussed the 1920s social reform movements and related topics.

Chandrashekar Kalkura, President of Gadicharla Foundation, advised young men
to address every woman as "Amma" (mother) from now on. He described the
struggles of freedom fighters' wives and the hardships faced by women in the
independence struggle. He appealed for the government to provide incentives to
writers.

Goureddy Harichandra Reddy, President of Telugu SaraswataVaibhavamspoken
about the works of women writers, about the works of women writers such as
Tallapaka Timmakka, Illendra Saraswati Devi, Yashoda Reddy, Muppala
Ranganayakamma, Sulochana Rani, and others.

The inaugural day of an International seminar focused on Telugu literature and
language is a significant academic milestone. The program started with lighting of
lamp by the guests and first day successfully completed by attending a large
number of TeluguLecturers, researchers, students, and others came from different
places Andhra Pradesh, Bengaluru, Telangana, Chennai, and other states.

Nandyal MP Bairareddy Shabari said that every person should feel proud to have
been born in India and that there is no other place in the world with the same



degree of freedom that exists in this country. A two‑day seminar on “21st‑Century
Women’s Literature – A Discourse” was organized under the aegis of the Telugu
Department at Cluster University, Government Degree College for Men, Kurnool.
She attended the concluding session as the chief guest. On this occasion,
addressing the students, she recalled that in the past our country and its people had
faced many hardships. Emphasizing that women are not inferior to men in any
field, she stated that with 33 percent reservation, women can excel in every sphere.
She also said that students must maintain discipline and follow the guidance of
their teachers if they wish to scale the highest peaks in life.

Writer Jupaka Subhadra, spoke at the event, observed that women writers still face
scattered criticism and hostile attitudesand noted that such a tendency is not
healthy for society. In her valedictory address, writer V. Pratima stated that there is
no real freedom under patriarchy and that even in direct politics women often do
not enjoy true freedom. In many places, she added, women are only present in
name, while power remains in men’s hands, and consequently women do not gain
genuine political benefits.

The chairperson, Dr. Indira Shanthi, Principal of the College, said that society can
improve only when women become conscious and empowered.

Dr. Vindhya Vasini Devi, the seminar coordinator, remarked that there is a need to
write a separate history of women’s literature within the broader history of Telugu
literature. She also informed that nearly 200 research papers had been presented
during the seminar.
